Gwinnett County Pool Rule Sign Requirements

Visitors and spectators shall be kept separated from spaces used by bathers.

No food, drink, bottles or wrappers shall be permitted in the immediate area of the
swimming or on the decks surrounding the pool.

Bathers shall take a cleaning shower, using warm water and soap, before entering
the pool and before returning to the pool following use of the toilet.

Persons having an infectious or communicable disease, which can be transmitted
by water, shall be excluded from public swimming pools. Persons with open
blisters or cuts shall be warned of infection and advised not to use the pool.

No running, boisterous or rough play, except water sports, shall be permitted in the
pool enclosures, dressing rooms, shower rooms, or other areas.

Spitting, spouting of water, blowing the nose, etc., in the swimming pool shall be
strictly prohibited.

Placards shall also state the maximum user loads in the various areas of the
swimming pool facility.
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
